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Impact

e Phase I:

- Establishment and strengthening of
contacts, “knowing each other”, learning
each others’ needs and resources

- Research findings used to facilitate a
policy change by the Ministry of Health

- Strengthening of field sites for research,
basic human resources for research
created



Impact

e Phase II:

-30 specialist pediatricians trained, four of
them employed by the department, others
working in national health system

- Departmental library, ICT facilities created
and strengthened

Field research areas strengthened, trained field
workers and supervisors created

Strengthened data management system
Training of faculties in biostatistics and
epidemiology

Strengthened capacity for high quality,
comparable research (US, Europe)
